· Provide a supportive, accepting classroom where the needs of individuals are met.

· Understand that each child is different and provide lots of support as they develop in different ways.

Understanding


· Understand that each child is different and will need to be supported in different ways.

· Care deeply about their children, watching their progress and offering praise, help and support when it is needed.
C

caring
· Respond to the needs of all children in the class.

· Talk things trough with their children, listen to what they are saying and answer their questions.

Communication


· Allow children time to interact with each other, talking through ideas, understandings and problems.

· Allow their children to experiment, solve problems and try things out.
E

Experimentation


· Provide opportunities for children to experiment and solve problems in situations that make sense to them.

· Encourage children to talk about their feelings, experiences, ideas and offer suggestions.
S

Sharing
· Encourage children to discuss their ideas, how they solved problems and suggest how they could improve on their ideas.

· Praise children’s efforts as they attempt new things.  When children are encouraged to have confidence in themselves and their own abilities, the foundations for successful learning are established.
