CO-OP PLACEMENT
BRAMPTON FIRE AND EMERGENCY SERVICES

Students must be:

· enrolled in grade 12 at a Brampton school
· be prepared to apply for a Police Records Search with a Vulnerable Sector Screening if selected to the program and have it returned BEFORE their placement starts
· prepared to arrive 15 minutes before their official start time – hours 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.

· be willing rotate to various stations throughout the semester
· able to attend a mandatory one day WHMIS training session given by Brampton Fire and Emergency Services prior to the start of the placement

· prepared to purchase and wear steel toed shoes/boots (CSA approved) and wear the uniform provided

· willing to wear the bunker gear issued to them when responding to all emergency calls and training exercises

· responsible for their own transportation during the placement

· be prepared to attend an interview. Teachers will be contacted re time and will let the student know. 

N.B.  Only semester, full day students can be accommodated.

TEACHER INFORMATION

· Students will be in the workplace 4 days each week from Tuesday to Friday.  Monday will be the in-school day.
· During the first 3 weeks of the semester, students will be required to come in for one day  for WHMIS training, issuing of equipment and signing of the WEA.  Students must be at the training location by 8:30 a.m.

POSITION DESCRIPTION

Brampton Fire and Emergency Services

General Duties:

· develop an overview of various functions of Fire Department Operations

· participate in non-emergency tasks, such as rolling hose, cleaning hose, hall duties-maintenance, housekeeping, fire 

vehicle maintenance

· participate in non-hazardous fire-line training, CPR and First Aid

· become familiar with firefighter’s training manual

· complete a weekly training exercise for presentation to the crew.

Fire Fighting Measures
· be assigned to a firefighter (mentor/trainer)

· participate in tours of the fire station

· undertake all basic training procedures

· understand the rescue procedures and evacuation for people in danger

· learn and apply the concepts necessary to function as a firefighter trainee.

· become familiar with fire suppression equipment and operating procedures

· breathing apparatus

· importance of ventilation

· use of water, water fog, rescue tools, jaws of life

· various types of fire extinguishers
