A CENTRALIZED CO-OPERATIVE EDUCATION/OYAP PROGRAM

General Carpentry – Level 1 (Basic) Apprenticeship Certification

in partnership with the Carpenters' Local Union 27

This Co-op/OYAP program has been implemented by the Peel District School Board, in partnership with the Carpenters' Local Union 27, located in Woodbridge. The program is available to students in their final semester of secondary school, who will graduate at the successful completion of their Co-operative Education/OYAP program, and proceed directly to the workplace. 

Students will be enrolled in a regular Co-op/OYAP program in their home school, earning a maximum of 3 credits, to be completed by May 2010. All components of the Co-op/OYAP program (pre-placement, integration, a placement in general carpentry or construction and a culminating activity) must be completed. The Co-op/OYAP program is followed by Level 1 (Basic) general carpentry apprenticeship training at the Carpenters' Local 27 from May 10 to July 2, 2010. Employment placement assistance will be provided to successful OYAP candidates by the Carpenters' Local 27 Training and Trust Fund.

The student must:

· have a minimum of 27 credits, and be in a position to graduate after completion of the 3 credit Co-op/OYAP program before attending apprenticeship classes at Local 27 

· have earned a grade 12 Math credit; MAP4C is strongly recommended; MEL4E is not acceptable preparation for success in this trade

· be serious about pursuing an apprenticeship in General Carpentry immediately following the successful completion of the Co-op/OYAP program

· attend classes at the Union Local 27 Training Centre in Woodbridge from 7:30 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. (Monday to Friday) from May 10 to July 2, 2010. Local 27 will sponsor the students' registration as apprentices. 
· complete an Application package consisting of :

· an Application form, (sections A to D) including a Social Insurance Number

· a resume 

· a current status sheet (available from the Guidance and Career Education Office) 

· 2 Reference forms (sections C and D)

The completed Application Package is to be sent by a teacher or guidance counsellor contact through the courier or faxed at 905-890-3298 to the OYAP resource teacher. 

· successfully complete an interview to be held at the Carpenters' Local 27 Training Centre with an instructor from Local 27 and the OYAP co-ordinator. The Co-op/OYAP teacher may attend the student to the interview.

· be willing to travel to the Local 27 Training Centre for 8 weeks; punctuality and attendance are strictly enforced; students will be demitted by Local 27 if lateness or absences become a problem

· demonstrate a positive attitude, be eager and willing to learn, be punctual and have a good attendance record

· have strong communication skills, as well as an understanding and working knowledge of mathematical concepts and principles, especially geometry, as required for success in this trade

Please note: Interested students who are not successful in the interview at the Local 27 Training Centre will remain at their Co-op/OYAP placements until the end of the home school's Co-op/OYAP program.
