LEARNING TECHNOLOGIES SUPPORT

ELEMENTARY SCHOOLS

The Peel District School Board has opportunities available for eligible Co-op students in elementary schools. The Co-op student will support teachers and students in integrating learning technologies into the curriculum. They will be provided with on-going professional development in technology at the Board Office.  

The student must have basic computer skills that include general competency with any office suite such as Microsoft Office or Corel WordPerfect Suite 2002. Candidates should have extensive experience with the Internet including the ability to perform advance searches. Familiarity with the Peel District School Board e-mail system and experience in using peripheral devices such as digital cameras, scanners, digital video and LCD projectors is an asset.  Students may also help develop and maintain the school website.

Candidates with good communication skills and an interest in working with children and teachers in the field of learning technologies should apply. 

This is an excellent opportunity for a student to build their portfolio, learn more about technology and at the same time develop leadership skills.
